The Middle School Curriculum spans four years

During these important foundational years, students are able to select four semester electives
over the two years to develop their skills. These electives come from the elective subjects they
have experienced in Year 7 and 8. Opportunities for students to participate in English
Extension and Mathematics Extension are also offered at the College.




Senior Years

Years 11 and 12 signify a pivotal time in a student’s educational journey at St Joseph’s College.
Our focus is on developing students as independent learners and active participants in their
learning so they are prepared academically, socially and emotionally once they leave school.
The combination of extensive choice in career pathways and a genuine desire for student
wellbeing ensures our senior students leave as resilient, well-prepared and confident young
adults. The Senior Curriculum offers over 34 QCE subjects, based on the Queensland
Curriculum and Assessment Authority (QCAA) syllabus, to work towards optimising the
students post school opportunities.

The Senior curriculum offers 24 General and 10 Applied ATAR subjects, six certificate courses
and is recognised as a leader in Vocational Education Training (VET), as well as providing
opportunities for students to undertake School-Based Apprenticeships or traineeships.
